WORKSHOP DISCUSSION 


Stover noted the purpose of the meeting \Vas to discuss whether to pursue funding fro111 the Sater 
Routes to School grant initiati\1e. In addition, the Board \Vould discuss the contract proposal 
from Prein & Ne\.vhof re: the grant initiative. 


Dan Lewis presented inforrnation regarding the Safer Routes to School grant initiative and 
application guidelines. Grant funds of $200,000 per school building that houses students bet\vccn 
Kindergarten and 8111 Grade arc available and v,:ould cover the cost of construction. Grants are 
received quarterly and there is a minimun1 3-6 month approval process. 1''unds are n1ade 
available in October of each year; therefore early application is desirable as 1norc fu11ds arc likely 
available early in the cycle than to\.vards the end of the grant cycle. He recommends assembling a 
team to gather and disseminate data fro111 surveys and determine co1nponents of the final projects 
(i.e., side\.valks, bike lanes, educational components). Tl1is v.'ould be an opportunity to address 
side\.valk issues throughout the to\vnship as repairs and/or ne"v construction of sidewalks could 
be made using grant funds. 


He presented the follo\ving two funding scenarios - in Option 1, the grant covers all of the 
construction costs: in Option 2, the grant \vould cover 80o/o of the construction costs. 


Option 1: at I 00% construction cost 
Total project cost $480,000 
Total engineering cost $ 80,000 ( esti1nated at 20% of construction cost) 
Total Construction C~ost $400,000 (all covered by grant) 


Total local cost is $80,000 







Option 2: at 80% of construction cost 
·rota! Project Cost $600,000 
·rota! engineering cost $100,000 (estin1ated at 20% of construction cost) 
80o/o of construction $400,000

His tirm, Prein Neul1ofcurrently has provided the 'fownship \Vith a proposal to perform v.'ork on 
the grant application; the cost of such v.'ork is $8,500 and is part of the engineering costs 
mentioned above. 


Vella inquired as to the v.'inter months as fe\ver students V.'ould likely be v.·alking. Lewis 
indicated that the funding is not contingent upon 12-month use but \VOuld likely not cover 
shoveling of sidev.ralks and/or maintenance of side\valks once in place. Ringler asked if students 
currently v.·alk and/or bike to school; Applegate responded that although the n1ajority are 
dropped ol1'(via bus or parents/family) that Ring Lardner likely has the most walkers/bikers. 
Jarpe replied that the elementary schools have the most \Valkcrs/bikers. 


l-Iartman presented intOrmation regarding the side\valk survey the Township perfOn11ed in 
summer 2015. The majority of sideVv·alks in need of repair/replacement arc located within 2 
miles of schools meeting the K-8 criteria in both districts. 


Ringler inquired as to the level of interest from the schools; both districts have interest and could 
commit to non-financial assistance (members for the team, survey assistance) but financial 
support v.rould be 1nore diflicult and v..·ould need appro\'al from the respective School Boards. 


Vella moved that the Board accept the bid of$8,500 from Prein Neuhoff to facilitate the grant 
application process for Sater Routes to School; Ringler supported. ROLL ('ALI, A YF:S: Cooper, 
Hoese, Noble, Ringler, Vella, Stover. NA YES: None. 


MOTION CARRIED 


Le\vis will send an e1nail to both superintendents, begin to asse1nble the team and set a date for 
the kick-off meeting. He recon1n1ended a ToVv·nship representative attend the meetings.
